Program Description:  
The Basic Machining Operator certificate program prepares students for entry-
level machine shop employment by providing the knowledge and skills in basic 
machining operations. Instruction is provided in blueprint reading; lathe, mill, 
and surface grinder operation; mathematical functions; and an introduction to 
the machine tool industry. Graduates may find employment as machinists or in 
the machine tool industry.  Salaries in this occupation are estimated at $38,470 
– 49,800 per year. (BLS.gov May 2022)
