Topics include CNC 
Fundamentals, mill and lathe manual programming, CNC practical applications, 
and CAD/CAM programming. The program emphasizes a combination of CNC 
theory and practical application necessary for successful employment. 
Graduates may find employment as CNC machinist/operators or in related 
occupations. Salaries in this occupation are estimated at $33,470 – $48,510 
per year.
